DRAFT OF THE RESOLUTION
on the results the First Eurasian Congress of Linguists

Moscow, December 9-13, 2024

Following the results of the work at the First Eurasian Congress of Linguists, the
following resolution was adopted.

1. To recognize the First Eurasian Congress of Linguists as successful—all of the
goals that were set were achieved, namely: Russia’s leading position in world
science was preserved and strengthened, world-renowned linguists took part,
experiences were shared, a collective position of Congress participants on issues
of further development for cooperation in the field of linguistics with the whole
world was formed, and Russian academics’ openness to cooperation was
demonstrated, regardless of the political situation.

2. To note the high level of representation of young scholars at the Congress, and
to acknowledge that the transfer of knowledge from world-famous, experienced
scholars to younger ones has taken place.

3. To approve the work of the Organizing and Program Committees in selecting
the participants, including representatives from 46 countries, which demonstrates
the openness of Russian science to international scientific relations, contributes
to increasing the prestige and strengthening the leading positions of Russian
science in the world.

4. To recommend that the organizers of the sections and round tables of the
Congress initiate and implement the publication of articles based on the reports
read in the form of special issues of specialized journals or edited volumes from
leading publishing houses.

5. To request the Ministry of Education and Science consider the possibility of
supporting these publication projects during 2025.



6. To recognize the importance of holding Eurasian Congresses of Linguists on a
regular basis in the future.

7. To instruct the Institute of Linguistics of the Russian Academy of Sciences
(ILS RAS) to form a working group to prepare for the next, second, Eurasian
Congress of Linguists.

8. To instruct the working group to decide on the date and place of the next
Congress.

9. To ensure coverage of the results of the Congress in the media and specialized
scientific publications.

10. To preserve and support the website of the First Eurasian Congress of
Linguists in the future at www.eacling.org on the website of the Institute of
Linguistics of the Russian Academy of Sciences, to ensure the preservation of the
domain and its hosting.
